Only in 

exceptional cases where the patient has attended this surgery within the previous three months for that 

particular condition, an ongoing referral letter will be made. In both these situations a minimum fee of 

$10 may be charged. 

Telephone Calls to Doctors: 

If the GP is with a patient, a message 

will be taken and you will be advised by the reception staff when it is likely that the doctor will return 

your call. However your call will be put through to the GP in an emergency.
